9.6.2.1
Description


In order to be able to deliver a certain level of communication quality, the FRMCS application is able to request and (re)negotiate a Quality of Service (QoS) class from the FRMCS system. The FRMCS system is able to assign the QoS class.
A QoS class is declared in section 12.
9.6.2.2
Pre-conditions

The FRMCS application is 
Authorised to request a 
QoS class.

9.6.2.3
Service flows

The FRMCS application sends request for QoS class to the FRMCS system, as part of setting up the communication. 
The FRMCS system grants the requested QoS class, if available.

If the requested QoS class cannot be granted, the FRMCS system offers the next lower QoS class.

If the FRMCS application accepts the proposed QoS class values, the communication is established. 


If the FRMCS application rejects the 
Proposed QoS class, the communication is not established. 


If the FRMCS application is assigned with a lower QoS class than requested and a better QoS class becomes available, a renegotiation is triggered by the FRMCS system.
