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1. Overall Description:

Charging Characteristics is a common charging principle that is used to control nodes’ behaviour regarding online and offline charging (e.g. conditions for triggering intermediate CDR). Charging Characteristics is provisioned as part of HSS user profile to define a per-user charging control. Procedures are defined to transfer the Charging Characteristics to PS core network nodes. 
While introducing Application Based Charging in TDF, SA5 recognized a requirement for having Charging Characteristics available at the TDF for control of online and offline charging.
