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Abstract of the contribution:

SA2 has received an LS from CT1 in S2-133148 regarding the requirement for the UE to be able to detect the call back indicator in an incoming call.
Discussion

At SA2 #99 the LS from CT1 in S2-133148 was postponed. An excerpt from the LS is below: 

--------------------------

CT1 has discussed the requirements for the PSAP callback indicator without agreeing on the requirements for this indicator to possibly reach the UE. TS 23.167 includes a requirement:

"If an incoming call has an emergency call back indicator present, the UE shall detect the incoming PSAP call back session establishment request."

CT1 would seek SA2 guidance on the need and possible use of this indicator.

CT1 has earlier asked from SA1 in C1-125000:
-------------

CT1 cannot conclude if there is a need to suppress service execution at the UE in active call state, for example to minimize the probability of user inadvertently interrupting the call, or if it is sufficient to suppress or bypass the supplementary services only at the core network to ensure that the call is delivered.

ACTION: 
3GPP TSG CT WG1 kindly asks 3GPP TSG SA WG1 to answer, if from the user perspective the above listed requirements shall be handled 
a) in the network and the UE, or
b) in the network only?

SA1 responded in S1-133284:

----------------------

SA WG1 has discussed the requirements and concluded that they shall be handled (b) in the network only. A CR to TS 22.173 has been agreed to clarify the requirements. 

SA WG1 has not defined any requirements for special behaviour of the UE in case of a PSAP call back.

Unfortunately, C1-125000 or S1-133284 was not sent to SA2 for information, therefore SA2 was not aware of this communication. 
But meanwhile SA2 aligned the Rel-11 of TS 23.167 to the Stage 3 specifications where the call back functionality was postponed from Rel-11 to Rel-12. As part of this alignment, the UE call back requirement was removed from TS 23.167 version 11.8.0.
Proposal

It is proposed to answer to CT1 that the UE call back requirement has been removed from TS 23.167 version 11.8.0. As SA2 does not have a work item for PSAP call back for Rel-12, it is proposed the CT1 leads the work and the specifications under SA2 responsibility are aligned once the Stage 3 is ready.
