Unicast Delivery
The UE and GCSE AS use the EPS bearers defined in TS 23.401 [XXX] for Unicast Delivery. The unicast bearers are used for the following:

· Exchanging GC1 signaling between UE and GCSE AS.
· Transport of media flows on the uplink from UE to the GCSE AS.
· Transport of media flows on the downlink from GCSE AS to UE when Multicast Delivery is not desirable or possible.
· IDLE mode DRX timer handling (e.g., 320ms) is done according to the mechanism defined in TS 23.401 [XXX] subclause 5.13 with UE provided DRX cycle length.
Editor’s Note: the mechanism for connected mode DRX handling (e.g., 320ms) is FFS.
4.4.3
Multicast Delivery
The GCSE AS use the eMBMS bearers defined in TS 23.246[XX] for Multicast Delivery. The eMBMS bearer is used to transport media flows on the downlink from the GCSE AS to UE. The eMBMS bearers for the Multicast Delivery can be pre-established before the GCSE session is setup or can be dynamically established after the GCSE session setup.
NOTE 1: The USD (User Service Description) defined in TS 26.346[YY] can also be transported over the eMBMS bearer. 
NOTE 2:
Downlink traffic from multiple media flows belonging to the same or different GCSE groups may be multiplexed on the same eMBMS bearer, subjected to the internal logic of GCSE AS. The multiplexing of such flows is transparent to BM-SC.

Service continuity 
The UE uses the service continuity procedures defined in section 5.3 for switching between Unicast Delivery and Multicast Delivery.
