· Support of deployments where the serving PLMN (Home or Visited) is operating with ANDSF policies only or RAN rules only, or with both RAN rules and ANDSF policies.

· Define the handling of coexistence between ANDSF policies and RAN rules.

· Support of roaming and RAN sharing shall be considered
The new principles for the network selection and traffic routing is required for the coexistence environment between ANDSF policies and RAN rules.

The following principles apply when the UE is registered in the Home PLMN or in a PLMN which is equivalent to the home PLMN and the serving PLMN is operating with ANDSF policies only or RAN rules only, or with both RAN rules and ANDSF policies, and when both 3GPP and WLAN accesses are available:

If the ANDSF policy is valid in the UE, the UE applies the ANDSF policy for network selection and traffic routing.
