Co-existence between ANDSF and RAN-based WLAN interworking without ANDSF

The H-ANDSF indicates via the “RAN rules allowed” indication whether RAN rules are allowed for the UE in both non-roaming and roaming cases. This applies to both WLAN selection and traffic steering rules.   
In addition, the co-existence between ANDSF and RAN-based WLAN interworking without ANDSF is based on the following principles:

· For a given UE, ANDSF policies and the RAN-based WLAN interworking policies are not used by the UE at the same time;
· When the UE has an active ANDSF rule, the UE shall only use ANDSF rule; 

· When the UE does not support ANDSF rules or is not provisioned with ANDSF rules, the UE shall use the RAN-based WLAN interworking policies if available;
· When the UE is provisioned with both RAN rules and ANDSF rules but none of the available ANDSF rules are valid, the UE shall not use RAN rules; 
· In non-roaming case, the UE uses ANDSF policies if it has at least one valid ANDSF rule from the HPLMN. If the UE has no valid ANDSF rules from the HPLMN the UE uses the RAN-based solution if the H-ANDSF has set the “RAN rules allowed” indication;
· In roaming cases, the UE uses ANDSF policies if it has at least one valid ANDSF rule from the HPLMN or is configured with V-ANDSF. The UE uses the RAN-based WLAN interworking policies only if: 
· -
the H-ANDSF has set the “RAN rules allowed” indication, and 

· -
the UE is not configured with V-ANDSF rules for the VPLMN, and

· -
there is no valid ANDSF rule from the HPLMN or the UE is configured to not prefer WLAN selection rules provided by the HPLMN (i.e. the VPLMN to which the UE is registered is included in the list of "VPLMNs with preferred WLAN Selection Rules").
User preferences take precedence over active ANDSF rules and over the RAN-based WLAN interworking solution without ANDSF.
