7.X.Y.Z RCAF-initiated RUCI related UE context release 
This clause depicts the message flow for RCAF to decide whether or not to initiate to release the RUCI related UE context in RCAF and PCRF for the following scenarios:

· UE moves to a cell/eNB served by a different RCAF;

· UE is still in the same cell/eNB, but the congestion in the cell/eNB disappears;

· UE moves from the congested cell/eNB to an uncongested cell/eNB which is still being served by the same RCAF;

· UE enters IDLE mode without moving to a different RCAF.

0. Based on the information gathered from MME/SGSNs and OAM, if the RCAF finds that a UE is not in the congested Cell or eNB, IDLE mode or in the serving area of itself, it will release the RUCI related UE context for this UE.
1. RCAF notifies PCRF to release the RUCI related UE context with a proper reason code (e.g., the UE is not in the congested area or the UE left the RCAF’s serving area) and the identifier (e.g., IP address or FQDN) of the RCAF. PRCF releases the RUCI related UE context correlated to this RCAF.
NOTE: Storing the identifier of RCAF in the RUCI related UE context in PCRF can avoid the situation that the RUCI related UE context from RCAF A is replaced by the one from RCAF B or incorrectly released in the scenario of multiple RCAFs deployed.
2. PCRF replies with an acknowledgement message to RCAF.
