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Abstract of the contribution:  This contribution adds the architecture requirements to support “a class of user” for eWebRTCi.
1. Introduction 
The typical scenario for supporting “a class of user” in WebRTC is the 3rd party Web service case. The Web service user may be scalable from several thousands to several millions or more, and user number of Web site is changed with new registration.
Among the existing mechanisms, the wildcarded Public User Id is the closest technology to support this scenario. But the enhancement is required to support scalability and load balance etc.
