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1 Introduction
3GPP has standardized an ICS (IMS Centralized Services) solution to provide consistent services to subscribers when IMS and legacy network are running concurrently. In that solution, all originated and terminated calls need to be anchored in IMS. 
However, GSMA RILTE has identified in GSMA PRD IR.64 [1] also the following use cases:
a) Not routing of originating calls to the IMS for IMS caller camping in CS 
b) Not routing of terminating calls from the PSTN/CS domain to the IMS for CS/PSTN caller to an IMS callee camping in CS.
Some operators have deployed or decided to deploy above options.

Regardless choosing only a), or both a) and b), service data consistency issue may exist since both IMS and CS have the chance to execute services depending on which kind of access (CS or PS) the UE is using. To solve this issue, there are also two ways to go:

· To limit users on managing some of the supplementary services, and service data synchornization could be avoided (only applicable to case a); or
· To synchronize service data between CS and IMS domain.

Putting limitation on service management may have negative effect on user experience. GSMA RILTE has identified that the data of the following supplementary services may need to be synchronized from IMS to corresponding services in CS domain, with or without the condition of roaming case, whereby the IMS Services supported by the TAS are profiled in GSMA PRD IR.92 [2]. In addition, GSMA PRD IR.92 [2] has profiled which services are subject of service management:

For the case a):
· Originating Identification Restriction
· Barring of All Outgoing
· Barring of Outgoing International Calls
· Barring of Outgoing International Calls – ex Home Country
And for the case a) and b) in addition:
· Terminating Identification Restriction
· Communication Forwarding Unconditional
· Communication Forwarding on Busy
· Communication Forwarding on not Reachable
· Communication Forwarding on No Reply
· Barring of All Incoming Calls
· Barring of Incoming Calls - When Roaming
Note that in GSMA PRD IR.92 [2], the UE can only manage the IMS services using XCAP at the Ut reference point. 

However, GSMA also discussed the following use case: when a UE is roaming and there is no PS roaming agreement then XCAP/Ut can’t be used, that means, the user cannot set, e.g., “ Barring of Incoming Calls - When Roaming” service. This would require the UE to use CS procedures for service management (and not XCAP/Ut) and the network to support service data synchronization from CS to IMS. 
2 GSMA RILTE’s consideration
GSMA has considered that so far no solution was standardized in 3GPP how to keep IMS and CS supplementary service data settings synchronized. However, GSMA would be interested in solutions for 
· service data synchronization from IMS to CS, and
· service data synchronization from CS to IMS.
3 Actions

3.1 Action to 3GPP TSG SA WG 2 
GSMA RILTE would kindly ask 3GPP TSG SA WG 2 to investigate the above issue and provide feedback regarding the above questions, taking into account GSMA RILTE’s consideration.
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
