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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks RAN2 for their LS on ProSe group priority.

SA2 discussed the topic of support of prioritisation for one-to-many ProSe communication and agreed the following reply to RAN2’s questions:

1. Whether a ProSe Layer-2 group ID can be associated with priority level?

SA2 reply:

SA2 expects that the priority of a ProSe group transmission will be determined based on a combination of static parameters (e.g. default minimum priority of a group) and dynamic parameters (e.g. the sender’s operational status (e.g. on/off duty), the type of incident (e.g. Emergency Call, Imminent Peril), whether the group communication is used within the boundary of the incident area, etc.).
SA2 agreed that for Rel-12 the priority is indicated by the upper layers to the Access Stratum along with every packet that is passed down for transmission using ProSe one-to-many communication (refer to the agreed CR attached to this LS).

2. If there is an associated group priority for each ProSe Layer-2 group ID:

a. Can the ProSe function provide the UE with this information? 

b. Can the group priority information be made available to the eNB and if so, how?

c. What is the number of group priority levels that will be supported?

SA2 reply:

SA2 agreed that for Rel-12 the UE is configured with the default minimum priority for each group with which it is affiliated. The application client running in the UE can then use the configured priority value in combination with situational parameters (such as those listed previously) to determine the overall priority value that is effectively passed down to the access stratum along with the user packet.
Given the dynamic determination of the ProSe group priority SA2 agreed that in Rel-12 it will not be made available to the eNB via the network.
SA2 agreed to support [X] levels of group priority.
2. Actions:

To [RAN2, CT1, RAN3] group.
