The BBERF includes the following functionalities:
-	Bearer binding.
-	Uplink bearer binding verification.
-	Event reporting to the PCRF.
-	Sending or receiving IP‑CAN-specific parameters, to or from the PCRF.
The operator may configure an indicator in HSS which is delivered to the BBERF within the Charging Characteristics and used by the BBERF to not establish the Gateway Control Session during the IP-CAN session establishment procedure.
NOTE 1:	The decision to not establish the Gateway Control Session applies for the life time of the IP-CAN session.
NOTE 2:	The indicator in the HSS is operator specific, therefore it can only be used in non-roaming cases.
