Architectural Considerations

The current 3GPP system allows for exposure of some of the 3GPP service capabilities to external 3rd party Application providers via the OMA, GSMA, and other SDO defined APIs. There is a need to further enhance the 3GPP network architecture to allow operators to interact with 3rd party service providers in exposing a greater set of 3GPP service capabilities as requested by 3rd parties using a standardized service capability exposure framework. The following is a list of architectural considerations for the provision of such a service capability exposure framework (SCEF) within the 3GPP system:

-
SCEF shall be within an operator’s trust domain;

-
SCEF shall have the flexibility to allow operators to mix and match its selected service capabilities to be exposed to 3rd party application providers; 
-
SCEF shall provide the ability for an operator to expose any 3GPP-defined interface via the standard APIs defined by OMA, GSMA, other SDOs, or operator proprietary APIs to expose the network services to external 3rd party application providers;

-
Impacts to existing 3GPP interfaces and entities shall be minimized.
