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1 Opening of the meeting and approval of the agenda

2 Input Liaison Statements

· TSG S2-000057

Noted. E-mail discussion on terminal capabilities issue might be necessary.

· TSG S2-000058

The group agreed with T2 that MMS could not be done in an "OSA manner" in R99. However the user interaction material presented in TSG-S2- TSG-S2-000147 might be relevant in this context. Document TSG-S2-000147 has to be revised into Tdoc TSG-S2-000202, according to the changes mentioned below. This document will be added to an LS to T2. The answer liaison can be found in S2-000231.

· TSG S2-000059

An output LS will be written to S1, containing the information written in the answer LS toTSG S2-000058, in TSG S2-000188 and information about MMS (S2-000232).

· TSG S2-000080

First bullet: The meeting agreed with CN. Second bullet: The meeting agreed with CN that user profile is an open issue. The user profile issue will be subject of the proposed drafting session in February.

· TSG S2-000081

The meeting approves the removal of annex A from the specification. Output LS (S2_000244) to CN-ad-hoc addresses this issue.

· TSG S2-000089

Issues 1 and 2 are not considered as a problem by the meeting. CN OSA-adhoc answers issue 3 in document TSG S2-000080 (first bullet). The meeting agrees with this answer.

3 Reports 

· TSG S2-000026 (The v.1.1.0 version of 23.127)

This document was approved on the email-list.

· TSG S2-000190 (The v.1.1.1 version of 23.127)

This document was proposed for approval by the VHE/OSA drafting session last year in Japan, but due to practical problems, this approval was not achieved. The meeting agrees to propose this document again for approval at the S2 plenary. A v.1.2.0 version of the document will be created, incorporating any agreed changes by this (drafting session) meeting, to be proposed for approval at the S2 plenary. The meeting is now handing editorial comments to the editor of the document (Christophe Gourraud), to be incorporated in this new version of the document.

Comment 3-1: The meeting agreed to change the informative reference to a normative one. The editor will check with the TSG S2 secretary (A. Sultan) that references to W3C are okay.

Comment 3-4: Agreed is to simplify the sequence diagrams, so that they will represent the application only in one object. The editor will write a proposal along these lines, to be incorporated in v1.2.0. It was suggested that more detailed sequence diagrams could be provided in the stage 3 description. This proposal will be included o the liaison to the CN OSA ad hoc. 

Comment 3-5: This issue is addressed in TSG S2_000188.

Comment 3-6: Approved. Deletion of section to be incorporated in output LS to S1.

Editorial Comments: Approved

· TSG S2-000147 (Siemens & Ericsson)

Editor will redraw table 1. Editor will modify the proposal to reflect that it should be investigated whether sendInfoAndCollectReq is supported by CAMEL phase 3. Two methods: recordMessageReq() and record MessageRes() are to be removed, due to lack of support by CAMEL. Document is then conditionally approved, meaning that it will still be open for discussion until max. 2 weeks after the S2 meeting. (This status will also apply to doc 148). Document TSG-S2-000147 will be revised into Tdoc TSG-S2-000202

· TSG S2-000148 (Siemens & Ericsson)

Section 7.3 (Geographical user location) is withdrawn, due to the fact that the UMTS network does not support this at this moment. If this changes, the chapters can be reintroduced. In section 7.4, the title of the section should be changed from ‘User Location CAMEL’ into ‘Network User Location’ in order to reflect the generic nature of this feature. Also, in the text of 7.4, all occurrences of ‘CAMEL’ will be removed by the editor for the same reason. An exception to this is the name of the actual parameter: appLocationCamel, which will not be changed in order to not deviate from Parlay. Editor should add more text in the ‘Triggered User Location’ section.
· TSG S2-000152 (Siemens)

The document cannot be dealt with in this meeting. It will be discussed on the email list. A two week period is required at minimum.  Among others, TD 152 contains a detailed proposal for load balancing, which is among the open issues of 23.127. Elaborating on the issue of load balancing, it was agreed to move section 7.8 (load balancing) to the framework section of the 23.127 v1.2.0 document.

· TSG S2-000168 (Lucent)

Proposal is approved, except for the fact that the proposed methods will not be added to the call class, but instead in are introduced in an enhanced call manager class. The reason for doing this is to remain consistent with the latest release of Parlay. Ericsson/Lucent have written a contribution on this issue (S2-000255), to be approved in the plenary session.

· TSG S2-000172 (Ericsson)

Proposal 1 and 2 approved. Proposal 3, third sentence, will be changed into the following:”Therefore, an improvement to the current definition would be to add to the UserIdentity parameter an additional Terminal​Identity parameter”. The classname is proposed to be ‘Terminal Capabilities’. The document is approved, but might have to be revised in the context of the User Profile discussion in the future. The new parameter UserIdentity is also to be added to the method definition

· TSG S2-000187 (Ericsson)

Approved.

· TSG S2-000188 (Ericsson)

Approved with the following editorial changes: editor will delete the sentence on "call leg" before figure 1. He will update Figure 1, and the definitions in section 7.1. The prepaid example in v1.1.1 should not be removed, but has to be aligned to be consitent with this contribution. Document is approved.

· TSG S2-000189 (Ericsson)

The charging SCF will remain in section 7.10 and will not be moved to 7.1. Also, the obvious error call leg in the call session Id definition needs to be corrected. Otherwise, the proposal is accepted. 

· TSG S2-000203 (Ericsson)

Proposal 1 is approved

Proposal 3 is approved, an LS should be sent to S1 on this issue.

Proposals 2 and 4 are neither accepted nor rejected for now. They will not to be incorporated in v1.2.0
