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1. Overall Description:

3GPP RAN in Rel.13 is working on integrating accesses operating in unlicensed spectrum with the 3GPP RAN, including LTE-WiFi aggregation and LAA. In both scenarios, the mechanisms have been designed to make the aggregation of licensed and unlicensed spectrum transparent to the core network elements.
In that context, SA2 has identified possible system impacts, and agreed to start a study as captured in the attached SID "Unlicensed spectrum offloading system enhancements" (FS_USOS).

There are two main potential system impacts being discussed (please refer to the attached SID for more details):

1. Charging for unlicensed spectrum offloading:

Different regions of the world have different regulatory requirements and operator deployment needs with respect to how traffic over licensed spectrum can be charged in comparison to how traffic over unlicensed spectrum can be charged. Therefore mechanisms are needed to enable differentiated charging. SA2 does not have any detailed requirements for charging differentiation that would allow a solution to be defined, and requires SA1 feedback.
2. Policies for unlicensed spectrum offloading:
Offloading traffic from licensed to unlicensed spectrum may have impact on the user experience and the service provisioning. The operator may want to have the ability to authorise offloading of specific traffic e.g. on a per-UE level, PDN connection and/or bearer level.
