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Abstract of the contribution: This document proposes text for the conclusion section of TR 23.771 regarding the Emergency capability Indicator.
Discussion

During SA2 meeting #113 a paper was discussed that wanted to add an architectural assumption that would have assumed that the WLAN network configuration used by the network that Unauthenticated Emergency calls were permissible would be separate from the LTE configuration.  Although there was some acceptance that separate configuration may have benefits it was not understood the full implications of adding such an Architectural Assumption at this stage.
The several reasons that an operator may wish to support differing permissions between unauthenticated users on cellular (LTE) and WLAN, but the main driving factor is that in some countries different regulations already exist between cellular and WLAN voice services, and that regulations may develop in different directions.  However, the current solutions for unauthenticated emergency do not clearly identify if the permission to perform emergency calls via WLAN are common to both WLAN and cellular

Rather than delay transition to the normative phase of this work, this document proposes that the issue be addressed during the normative phase of SEW2 work and hence proposes text to the conclusion section of the TR accordingly.

Proposal

The following changes to the text in TR 23.771 are proposed.

During the normative phase it will be determined whether, and if, the network configuration for  allowing or disallowing unauthenticated emergency service via WLAN can be set with different permissions to the configuration that performs the same function for cellular access.
