Discussion

As the email discussion around Mobility levels highlights, there is not a common understanding around the definition of Mobility levels. Some solutions (solution 3.9 and 3.14 and 3.15) in 23.799 use the term in the context of restrictions/allowed geographical area other solutions use it to describe the mobility patterns of the UE (solution 3.11 and 3.14 and 3.15 and 3.16). The term Mobility level used in the Interim Agreement, clause 8.4, is therefore confusing and cause unclarity in the agreement. Our understanding is that the Agreement from last meeting was how to determine UE mobility restrictions. Therefore we propose to add the word “restriction” to the first three agreements.
Solution 3.11 addresses the Stage 1 requirements to optimize the MM signalling based on changes in the UE mobility pattern. Furthermore solutions 3.15 and 3.16 highlights that a UE with a limited mobility level/behaviour could use an optimized MM signalling compared to a UE with unlimited mobility pattern. We therefore propose to include agreements that the UE mobility behaviour can change the MM signalling requirements.

Proposal

It is proposed to agree the text below for inclusion in TR 23.799.

Interim Agreements on Mobility on Demand

Interim agreements for mobility on demand are as follows:

1.
The subscription data may include information which can be used to determine the UE mobility restrictions.
2.
UE mobility restrictions are determined by core network based on information such as UE subscription, UE capabilities, UE location, and/or network policies.

3.
UE mobility restrictions can be changed, if it is allowed (e.g. the UE supports this change), due to, e.g., subscription, location, and/or policy change. In addition, UE mobility restriction can be updated during a mobility management procedure.
4.
UE mobility behaviour is the UEs mobility in the network, e.g. the mobility between cells, TAs and Access technology.
5.
UE mobility behaviour may change over time and both the UE and the network (RAN and/or Core) may track the change and perhaps predict changes in the future.
6.
Required Mobility Management Signaling should be minimized based on UE mobility behaviour to save network resources and UE power consumption.
7.
Changes to the required Mobility Management Signaling can be updated during the mobility management procedure. Both UE and network can trigger a change e.g. to change the frequency of MM signalling, P-TAU.
