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1. Overall Description:

SA2 would like to thank CT1 for the LS (S2-163228/C1-162915) on Target Info for ProSe Group Member Discovery. 
SA2 would like to provide the answers to the questions from CT1 as following:
CT1 asked:

1) CT1 believe that the User Info ID needs to be unique within a discovery group, and kindly ask SA2 to confirm whether this is correct or not. If confirmed, CT1 kindly ask SA2 to document this in TS 23.303. 
SA2's answer:
As also quoted in the LS (S2-163228/C1-162915), the text in clause 4.6.4.9 stated the following:


-
Target Info: provides information about the targeted discoverees (single user or group). The Target Info is provided by the upper layers of the UE.

As expressed in the quoted text, the Target Info could indicate a single discoveree or a group of discoverees. If the information contained in the Target Info is not uniquely identifying a single discoveree within a discovery group, it should naturally fall into the "Target Group Info" category as defined by CT1. 

SA2 confirms that CT1’s choice to use the User Info ID as parameter in the “Target User Info” is appropriate. SA2 expects the User Info ID identifies a single user within a discovery group, and as such is unique within a discovery group.

Since the value of the Target Info is out of scope of 3GPP and is provided by the upper layers, SA2 provides the informative clarification regarding the User Info ID in the attached CR (S2-163912). 

CT1 asked:

2) Some companies raised an issue about usage of a ProSe Layer-2 Group ID as identifier of a "group" in the Target Info. CT1 kindly ask SA2 to confirm whether such mapping is acceptable. If not acceptable, CT1 kindly ask SA2 to clarify what kind of identifier identifies the "group" in the Target Info.

SA2's answer:

As explained above, SA2 considers the value of Target Info out of scope of 3GPP. The upper layers may elect to use the ProSe Layer 2 Group ID to represent a group. 

SA2 would like to ask CT1 to take the above into consideration.
