Service Framework

Editor’s note: The principle and general procedures that apply to all services provided network functions
7.1.1
General
A service is one type of capability exposed by a NF (Service Producer) to other NF (Service Consumer) through a service-based interface. 
-
There are two modes of service consumption through the service-based interface: 
-
Request-response mode: NF_A (Service Consumer) request NF_B (Service Producer) to provide a certain service.
-
Publish-subscribe mode: NF_B publishes the results of a certain service without knowledge of whether any NF has subscribed. NFs interested in such results will have subscribed to those. In this mode, the publisher plays the role of the producer and the subscribed NF the consumer role.
-
Services are described from the “Producer” perspective, i.e., independent from the Consumer who requests the service.

-
Service discovery, authorization and registration are framework mechanisms that enable the services be delivered from producer to consumer. 
This section provides high-level service framework and services supported by NF. The detailed definitions of the framework related procedures and the supported services are in TS 23.502.
