The SMF is selected by the AMF during the PDU session establishment procedure. For home-routed roaming case, both the V-SMF and H-SMF are selected by the AMF located in the VPLMN. The SMF can be selected on per-session granularity. The following factors may be considered during the SMF selection:
-  Data Network Name (DNN)
-  Network slice instance identifier
-  Subscription information from UDM, e.g. Default DNN, whether local breakout may apply to the session
-  UE location information
-  Local operator policies
-  Load conditions and weight factors of the candidate SMFs
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
