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	Reason for change:
	In SA2#118/SA#74 TS 23.060 CR 2015R4 introduced the basic functionality for "Authorisation for use of Coverage Enhancement". 

As part of the new procedures: 

The UE indicates its capability of support for restriction of use of Enhanced Coverage in Attach and RAU procedure to the SGSN. SGSN receives Enhanced Coverage Restricted parameter from the HSS.
The ability of the UE to support cell selection in a specific access while is restricted for CE is dependent on RAT-specific AS procedures. For instance the cell selection criteria in NB-IOT are different from those in EC-GSM-IoT. As a result the UE implementation of AS procedures may support/not support restriction of use of Enhanced Coverage differently for different RATs. This means that for mobility between NB-IOT and EC-GSM-IoT the value of the UEs capability for support for restriction of use of Enhanced Coverage may vary. 

Since every time the UE moves from E-UTRAN to EC-GSM-IoT cell the UE performs RAU there is no need for additional RAU trigger or additional values "per RAT" in the capability of support for restriction of use of Enhanced Coverage. What is though needed is a clarification that the UE may report different capability of support for restriction of use of Enhanced Coverage when it performs Attach/RAU over different RATs.

Restriction of use of Enhanced Coverage

Support of MSs in Enhanced Coverage is specified in TS 43.064 [11].

The usage of Enhanced Coverage may require use of extensive resources (e.g. radio and signalling resources) from the network. This feature enables the operator to prevent specific subscribers from using Enhanced Coverage.

The MS indicates its capability of support for restriction of use of Enhanced Coverage for the RAT it is camping on in the Attach and RAU procedure to the SGSN.  SGSN receives Enhanced Coverage Restricted parameter from the HLR. This parameter is kept as part of the subscription data in the HLR and specifies per PLMN whether the enhanced coverage functionality is restricted or not for the MS. The UE shall assume that restriction for use of Enhanced Coverage is same in the equivalent PLMNs. If the MS includes the support for restriction of use of Enhanced Coverage, SGSN sends Enhanced Coverage Restricted parameter to the MS in Attach/RAU Accept message. The MS shall use the value of Enhanced Coverage Restricted parameter to determine if enhanced coverage feature should be used or not.

The MS assumes Enhanced Coverage is allowed unless explicitly restricted by the network for a PLMN.
