Discussion
The network operator shall be able to provision a NextGen UE with various types of policies, including:

1. Network discovery & selection policy: This policy is used by the UE for selecting non-3GPP accesses and for deciding how to route IP traffic between the selected 3GPP and non-3GPP accesses. It may also be used for selecting a PLMN based on the services/network slices supported by the available PLMNs (as per solution 17.1).
2. SSC Mode Selection Policy (SSCMSP): As explained in clause 8.6 this policy is used by the UE to determine the type of SSC mode associated with an application or group of applications, and for determining if it needs to request a PDU session with a new SSC mode.
3. Potentially other types of policies such as slice selection policies, etc.

It is expected therefore that the NextGen system shall support an interface with the UE via which these types of policies can be provisioned. We believe that the NG1 interface is not appropriate for this type of policy provisioning because (a) NG1 is traditionally used for mobility and session management and (b) using the control-plane (i.e. NG1) to transfer potentially large amount of policy information is typically not a good practice. Therefore, we believe that the NextGen policy framework should support a new interface with the UE via which various types of policies can be provisioned /updated by the network operator. This interface could be similar to or a modified version of S14 in EPS (between UE and ANDSF). The details of this interface will be decided during the normative phase of the NextGen work.

In the interim agreements below the PCC Framework refers to the Policy and Charging Control defined in EPC. The interim agreements below are subject to updates to cover all the topics listed in the WT list.

Interim agreements on the Policy Framework key issue:
1.
The PCC framework defined in TS 23.203 is generic and the relevant parts are applicable to NextGen, including:

a.
The PCC Framework in NextGen includes the following Functional elements: The NG Policy Function that interfaces to the Session Management, the Application Function, and the Online Charging System.

b.
The NG Policy Function evaluates operator policies that are triggered by events received from the Application Function, the Session Management, and the Online Charging System.

c.
The NG Policy Function provides Rules for application and service data flow detection, gating, QoS and flow based charging to the Session Management.

NOTE 1:
NextGen provides a PDU connectivity service of different PDU types, the existing PCC framework is applicable to PDU sessions of IP Type only.

NOTE 2:
Credit management and reporting are to be defined in SA5 specification.

The NextGen policy framework shall be able to provide policy information to UE, such as network discovery & selection policy, SSC Mode Selection Policy (see clause 8.6), etc. How this policy information is provided to UE (e.g. via NG1 or a new interface) will be decided during the normative phase of the work.
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
