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Abstract of the contribution: This paper proposes a conclusion to Key Issue #5: Secondary RAT Restriction feature handling in EPS.
1. Introduction
This paper proposes to adapt solution 7 to key issue #5.
There are two solutions to the Key issue #5 captured in the TR 23.729 version 0.3.0, solution 4 and 7.
The solution 4 has a short text to the Key issue #5. See below excerpted texts from the TR in solution 4.

Addressing Key Issue 5:


We may choose to add information related to Secondary Radio restriction into the subscription and pass it to eNB. It is possible to have the Subscription information to include no Unlicensed Secondary Access (e.g. Secondary RAT allowed & count, Secondary RAT allowed with no count, No Secondary RAT allowed) and provide that indication to eNB as well. Based on this input, eNB may not invoke LAA/LWA/LWIP procedures.

The proposed mechanism in solution 4 above is basically the same as what the solution 7 proposes with small exception. While solution 4 proposes to have counting instruction from the HSS to the eNB, while the solution 7 does not mention it.

In our view, counting instruction is not a scope of this key issue and probably this mechanism should be considered with other Key issue. For example, under the Key Issue #3: Unlicensed data usage reporting activation/deactivation.

On the other hands, there is the other similar WID on going in release 15 such as the EPC support for Option 3/3a/3x Dual Connectivity with New Radio (EDCE5). In SA2#120, the following CR (23.401 CR3225) has been approved in SA2.

This CR proposes to enforce NR access at the eNB based on an instruction from the MME (either signalled from the HSS, or locally generated by VPLMN policy in the MME). It could be seen that this CR has the same concept of 2ndary RAT access restriction mechanism with the solution 7. The only difference is that while CR restricts NR access the solution 7 restricts LAA/LWA/LWIP access.
In order to have a common restriction mechanism for NR and LAA/LWA/LWIP, it is reasonable to choose solution 7 for the Key issue #5.
