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Abstract of the contribution: This paper captures the signalling between the UE and the network to update UE related parameter by the network.
Discussion

According to the current specification, the UE will send UE configuration update complete message depending on which UE parameters needs to be updated. The UE can’t decide which parameter update needs to be acknowledged to the network. 
Proposal 1:

it is proposed that the network sends an indication when to send Ack message. It gives the flexibility to the network to dynamical indicates UE to send Ack or not.

Editor's note: Any UE parameters which have impacts to other NFs (e.g. SMF, RAN) shall be updated via Registration procedure instead of this procedure. Whether this procedure can be also used to trigger the Registration procedure, e.g. UE is in MICO configuration, is FFS.

If network doesn’t indicate during the UE parameters update procedure then it needs to initiates a Deregistration procedure to indicate UE to perform initial registration procedure. Sending an indicator to indicate the UE to perform registration procedure in the message updating the UE parameters will reduce some signalling. Therefore, proposal 2 is proposed to address EN.
Proposal2:
It is proposed that when a network decides some UE parameter change needs registration updates, then it sends a parameter indicating the UE to perform Registration procedure after the UE configuration update procedure finishes.
It is propose to add proposal 1 and 2 to the TS 23.502.

Generic UE Configuration Update procedure

4.2.4.1
General

This procedure is used when AMF wants to change the UE configuration. The AMF and the UE shall follow the procedure as described below when AMF wants to change the UE configuration.

Editor's note: Depending on the scope of this procedure, the final name of this procedure and message will be confirmed later.

4.2.4.2
UE Configuration Update procedure with acknowledgement

0. AMF determines the necessity of UE configuration change due to various reasons (e.g. UE mobility change, NW policy, UE subscription change). If a UE is in CM-IDLE, the AMF triggers Network triggered Service Request (in clause 4.2.3.4).

1.
The AMF sends UE Configuration Update command containing UE parameter(s) to be changed, a parameter indicating UE to send UE Configuration Update Complete message, or a parameter indicating UE to perform registration procedure after the UE completes UE configuration update procedure to UE. When the AMF indicate to send UE Configuration Update Complete message to the UE or perform Registration procedure depends on the type of parameter being changed for the UE.
Editor's note: Whether N2 message which delivery UE Configuration Update command message can also include N2 parameter to update UE configuration in (R)AN (e.g. Handover Restriction List) is FFS.


2.
The UE sends UE Configuration Update Complete message to the AMF if the network sends a parameter indicating UE to send UE Configuration Update Complete message. The UE performs Registration procedure after completing the UE Configuration Update procedure when the network indicated to perform registration procedure.
NOTE:
After the UE receives UE Configuration Update command, updating of some parameter (e.g. new TAI List does not include UE's camping TA) may trigger Registration update procedure by the UE.
