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Abstract of the contribution: UE triggers PDU session modification procedure to indicate its reflective QoS capability to the network after intersystem change from EPC to 5GC.
1.
Discussion
A UE that supports and wants to use reflective QoS indicates so during PDU session establishment with the 5G CN, see section 5.7.5.1 of TS 23.501:

“If the 3GPP UE supports Reflective QoS functionality, the UE shall indicate support of reflective QoS to the network (i.e. SMF) during the PDU session establishment.”
For the scenario of interworking from EPS to 5GS, with N26, the UE may already be in EPS with an active PDU session. After inter-system change, based on the text reference above, the UE will not be able to use the reflective QoS feature for existing PDUs, unless it deactivates and reactivates its PDU session.
In SA#123, it was agreed that the when the PDN connection is transferred from EPC to 5GS, the UE indicates its reflective QoS capability by triggering a PDU session modification procedure. The following was hence captured in the SA2#123 chairman notes (S2-177674):
“Alternate approach was taken as working assumption where UE initiates PDU session modification to indicate reflective QoS. CR will be submitted at next meeting”

This PCR implements the above stated agreement in TS23.501

5.7.5
Reflective QoS

5.7.5.1
General

Reflective QoS enables the UE to map UL User Plane traffic to QoS flows without SMF provided QoS rules and it applies for IP PDU session and Ethernet PDU session. This is achieved by creating UE derived QoS rules in the UE based on the received downlink traffic. It shall be possible to apply reflective QoS and non-reflective QoS concurrently within the same PDU session.

For a UE supporting reflective QoS functionality, the UE shall create a derived QoS rule for the uplink traffic based on the received downlink traffic if reflective QoS function is used by the 5GC for some traffic flows. The UE shall use the derived QoS rules to determine mapping between uplink traffic and QoS flow.

If the 3GPP UE supports Reflective QoS functionality, the UE shall indicate support of reflective QoS to the network (i.e. SMF) during the PDU session establishment. Upon inter-system mobility from EPC to 5GC with N26 interface, if the 3GPP UE supports Reflective QoS functionality, the UE shall trigger the PDU session modification procedure to indicate the support of reflective QoS to the network (i.e. SMF).
