Overall description
SA2 thanks CT3 for the LS on possible reuse of T8 APIs for 5G in C3-175167 and would like to provide the following feedback.
Question: 
CT3 is considering defining common northbound stage 3 APIs that are applicable both to T8 and Nnef and would like to ask SA2 whether they see any related issues from stage 2 perspective?
Answer: 

SA2 has identified EPC-5GC interworking scenarios as one potential issue for common north-bound APIs given that in this case the supported system functionalities and as a result also the supported north-bound APIs will vary depending on whether the UE is currently served by EPC or 5GC (see also the attached S2-178809). Given that SA2 has not studied EPC-5GC interworking support for north-bound APIs (T8 / Nnef) yet, there may be additional issues.
SA2 believes that common north-bound APIs should also be supported in EPC-5GC inter-working scenarios and has therefore decided to address architectural aspects related to common north-bound APIs (T8 / Nnef) for EPC-5GC interworking in Rel-15 (by means of an exception for Q1/2018), focusing on the scenario where NEF and SCEF are a combined node. 
SA2 will keep CT3 updated about the progress and assumes that CT3 can still take additional requirements for T8 / Nnef into account as part of CT3’s work on north-bound APIs in the Rel-15 timeframe.
