	Maximum duration after which the event subscription ceases to exist

List of parameter values to match
	Provides the parameter type and value(s) to be matched against, in order to meet the condition for notifying the subscribed event. E.g Parameter type could be "Area of interest" and parameter value list could be list of cells and TAs. Parameter type could be "Access Network type" and parameter value could be "3GPP access".
