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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks CT1 for their LS on the 5G specification of PDU session release timer for SSC Mode 3. SA2 discussed the following questions from CT1 and the answers are given below.
Question 1: What is the purpose of the PDU session release timer provided to the UE?
Answer: The release timer indicates how long the network is willing to maintain the old PDU Session. The timer may be used by upper layers in the UE for controlling the transfer of IP flows between PDU sessions. How the UE uses the release timer is up to the UE implementation. One possibility is: once all traffic on new PDU Session has been consolidated before the release timer expires, the upper layer can send an indication to NAS layer, then the NAS layer could initiate the release of the old PDU Session. 
Question 2: Is the timer supposed to be used by the upper layers in the UE? If so, some use cases would be useful.
Answer: Yes. SA2 agreed the attached CR to clarify this.
