Overall description
SA2 thanks SA6 for the LS on integration of northbound APIs with CAPIF and would like to provide the following feedback.
ACTION 1:

To incorporate the outcomes of CAPIF (TS 23.222) into your work on northbound API specifications.
SA2 response:

SA2 has updated TS 23.682 and TS 23.501 to support the CAPIF deployment model where the SCEF implements the CAPIF architecture by adding CAPIF-1/1e and CAPIF-2/2e functionalities to the T8 interface with a reference to TS 23.222 for both SCEF and NEF. 
With respect to the deployment model where the SCEF only implements the service specific aspect compliant with the CAPIF architecture only one aspect (support of CAPIF-2/2e by SCEF/NEF) is within SA2's scope. However, support of CAPIF-2/2e is also needed for the deployment model where the SCEF implements the CAPIF architecture, i.e. nothing is required in addition. The remaining aspects of this deployment model (namely the functionalities of the CAPIF-3/4/5 interfaces) are beyond the scope of SA2. 
ACTION 2: 
Review the informative annex “CAPIF relationship with network exposure aspects of 3GPP systems”, and provide any feedback that you would like 3GPP SA WG6 to capture in TS 23.222 related to integration aspects.
SA2 response:
With respect to the CAPIF relationship with 3GPP 5GS network exposure and specifically clause B.2.2.2 ("NEF implements the CAPIF architecture”) in TS 23.222 SA2 would like to emphasize that it has not been decided yet whether (a) all the APIs supported via T8 towards the SCEF will also be supported in 5GC and (b) if they will be terminated on the NEF or on other network functions. From CAPIF perspective this will raise the question whether a potential other network function providing service APIs would then also need to support CAPIF core functions (e.g. service API discovery). Which APIs will be supported by NEF (on top of the APIs already agreed as per Rel-15) or potentially other 5GC network functions and support of CAPIF core functionality by network functions other than NEF is subject to the on-going FS_CIoT_5G study. 

SA2 would also like to point out that EPC-5GC interworking scenarios where a given network may deploy both EPC and 5GC (and consequently both SCEF and NEF) in the same PLMN have not been studied yet with respect to network exposure. 
The relation to CAPIF is as follows: For the CAPIF deployment model where the SCEF and NEF implement the CAPIF architecture (clause B.1.2.2 and B.2.2.2 in TS 23.222) interworking scenarios with both SCEF and NEF present in the same PLMN will raise the following question. Will both SCEF and NEF support the service API discovery functionality and if so, whether SCEF and NEF will only support discovery of service APIs (addresses, ports, etc.) for the respective core network (SCEF for EPC and NEF for 5GC) or whether SCEF and NEF also provide service API information for the other core network type? Network exposure in EPC-5GC interworking  scenarios and related support of CAPIF functionality will be also subject to the on-going FS_CIoT_5G study.
