Overall description
SA2 thanks CT3 for LS C3-180292/S2-181442 on Requirement of Group Message Delivery via MBMS.
SA2 would like to point out that the MBMS procedures when xMB or MB2 is used vary quite significantly. For instance when MB2 is used the SCS/AS needs to request from BM-SC (via SCEF) the allocation of TMGIs that will then signal to the UE using application layer mechanisms (see steps 1-5 in clause 5.5.1 of TS 23.682). On the other hand when xMB is used instead, the SCS/AS triggers the creation of an External Group Identifier from the SCEF. The SCEF creates a service using xMB for the group message and associates the External Group Identifier with the resource identifier provided by the BM-SC upon service creation. The SCEF forwards either only the ServiceID to the SCS/AS or all service announcement information.
Taking this into account SA2 would like to provide the following answers to CT3's questions: 

1. Does SA2 assume that all the detailed requirements for the Group Message Delivery via MBMS defined in 3GPP TS 26.346 apply for the T8 Group Message Delivery via MBMS procedures in subclause 5.5.1 of TS 23.682?
[SA2 answer] It is not clear what are the "detailed requirements for Group Message Delivery defined in TS 26.346" but the procedures required to support Group Message Delivery when xMB is used as southbound interface defined in clause 5.5.1 of TS 23.682 need to be supported in T8.
2. Is it feasible to hide differences of southbound interfaces for Group Message Delivery via MBMS from the SCS/AS?
[SA2 answer] SA2 believe it is not possible to hide the differences of southbound interface (xMB or MB2) from SCS/AS (see example stated above).
