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	Reason for change:
	In last SA2 meeting, the solution of EPS Fallback for voice has been added in 23.501/502. There is a further unsolved puzzle that how does the UE perform fast return to NG-RAN when the connection for voice ends in E-UTRAN.
Given 5G is much powerful than 4G, e.g. supporting Network slicing, higher data transmission, ultra-low latency, edge computing, etc., users always like to use 5G network unless the required service is not supported in 5G. Therefore, a similar requirement to 4G CSFB will be introduced that UE should be “fast return” back to 5G as soon as the EPS Fallback call ends. Moreover, operator would like to make 5G subscribers are mostly connected 5G network so as to display a “5G” icon on UE, this is also why many operators care about the discussion for 5G icon display in GSMA. All in all, fast return for EPS fallback is important.

To support fast return for EPS fallback call, it is proposed that:

For Handover procedure, the source NG-RAN node send the “fallback for voice” indicator in Handover Required and which indicator is forwarded to MME via Handover relocation message via N26. 
For RRC Redirection, a voice fallback indicator is sent to MME via EPC-NAS MESSAGE (TAU Request/Attach Request)

MME further delivers this indicator to E-UTRAN during release of dedicated bearer for voice.

Returning back to NG-RAN
Once the voice due to RAT/EPS fallback ends in E-UTRAN, existing mechanisms as specified in clause 5.17 in TS 23.501[xx] and clause 4.11 in TS 23.502 [yy] can be used to move the UE to NG-RAN.

When configured to support the return to NG-RAN after EPS fallback, the MME shall indicate this to E-UTRAN during the release of the RR connection that was established for voice by indicating the last used PLMN ID. E-UTRAN will use the indication to move the UE back to NG-RAN by means of RRC redirection or EPS->5GS handover right after voice call is ended.
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
