Overall description

SA2 thanks CT1 for their LS on the LS Response on DNN or S-NSSAI based congestion control performed at AMF. SA2 discussed the following questions from CT WG1 and the answers are given below.

Question 1: In which use case do the DNN or S-NSSAI based congestion control need to be performed at the AMF?

[SA2] The DNN or S-NSSAI based congestion control applies to the SM messages associated with a particular DNN or S-NSSAI. When OAM activates the DNN or S-NSSAI based congestion control for a particular DNN or S-NSSAI at the AMF, then the DNN or S-NSSAI based congestion control needs to be performed at the AMF for SM messages targeting to that particular DNN or S-NSSAI.
Question 2: The back-off timer and the associated DNN/S-NNSAI information to be provided by the AMF is used by which layer (either NAS-MM layer or NAS-SM layer) of the UE?

[SA2] The back-off timer and the associated DNN/S-NNSAI information to be provided by the AMF is sent to the NAS-MM layer of the UE. Inside UE which layer use that parameter is the UE internal implementation.
