The AMF sends the UE Policy received from PCF as a transparent container in a NAS transport message for UE Policy delivery to the UE. If a new URSP rule is included in the UE Policy, then the UE shall ensure the consistence between the S-NSSAI(s) included in the full set of URSP rules and those in the Configured NSSAI for the HPLMN, as described in clause 5.15.4.2 of TS 23.501 [2].
