Access Stratum Considerations

The Access Stratum Network Slices the UE Requests to use are identified in the 5G-AN when the UE establishes a connection with the 5G-AN, by including in the connection establishment procedure the NSSAI value that the NAS layer request to convey to the 5G-AN, known as Requested NSSAI.
For 3GPP access, the RRC message which needs to include the Requested NSSAI during the RRC connection Establishment procedures is specified in TS 36.331[51] and TS 38.331 [28].
The Requested NSSAI is formed as documented in clause 5.15.5.2.1 within the scope of Registration procedures. When the UE is RM-REGISTERED and the RRC connection is being established for other reasons than executing a Registration procedure, the NAS layer requests the RCC layer to include a Requested NSSAI value equal to the Allowed NSSAI for the Access Type. 
The NSSAI provided by the UE to the 5G-AN may be used by the 5G-AN to trigger 5G-AN policies including the AMF Overload Control as documented in clause 5.19.5.2.
