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1. Overall Description:

In 5GS, the SA WG 2 specifies the transport level packet mapping value for both UL and DL. 
Existing sub-clause 5.7.1.5 TS 23.501 specifies the following:
When applicable, the SMF provides the following information to the (R)AN:

QFI;

-
QoS profile;

-
optionally, a transport level packet marking value (e.g. the DSCP value of the outer IP header over N3 tunnel) for the UL traffic.

Existing sub-clause 5.7.1.7 including changes from an agreed CR S2-1902731 specifies the following: 

(R)AN performs transport level packet marking in the UL on a per QoS Flow basis with a transport level packet marking value that is determined based on the 5QI, the Priority Level (if explicitly signalled) and the ARP priority level of the associated QoS Flow. When applicable, (R)AN uses the transport level packet marking value (e.g. the DSCP value) if it is provided by the SMF during the PDU Session Establishment/Modification.
Based on the above, the (R)AN can 

· determine the transport level packet marking value based on the 5QI, the Priority Level (if explicitly signalled) and the ARP priority level of the associated QoS Flow, or

· when applicable, (R)AN can use the transport level packet marking value (e.g. the DSCP value) if it is provided by the SMF during the PDU Session Establishment/Modification.

If the RAN has to use the transport level packet marking provided by the SMF, then it needs to be included in NGAP.  However, SA2 observed that the transport level packet marking value does not exist in NGAP yet. Thus SA2 would like to ask:
Will RAN3 be specifying this parameter in NGAP in Rel-15? If so, SA2 will retain this text. If not, SA2 will remove the corresponding description.
