1. Overall Description:
SA2 notes that SA3 is progressing on the TR on Study on Security Aspects of Enhanced Network Slicing, TR 33.813, and has concluded on the solutions basis for the Network Slice-Specific Authentication and Authorization procedure. The solutions agreed by SA3 in TR 33.813 do not involve the AUSF during the Network Slice-Specific Authentication and Authorization procedure.

SA2 would like to inform SA3 that the flow specified in TS 23.502 clause 4.2.9.2 does always involve the AUSF as:

1) In intra PLMN case it saves configuring and deploying an extra proxy towards the AAA-S
2) In Inter-PLMN case it saves configuring an AAA-P for each roaming partner.

SA2 believes that the AAA-Proxy functionality may be provided by the AUSF, hence its presence is justified only if the operator intends to provide some intermediate proxy to e.g. implement special routing or filtering policies towards or from AAA-S.

Regarding your request:

“not to resolve the corresponding Editor’s Note present in TS 23.502 clause 4.2.9.1 until the need for possible alignment between SA2 and SA3 specifications is clarified. “

SA2 has discussed the topic from an architectural point of view and has proceeded to remove the note as per the attached CR SA-19xxxxx.
