Status of work
SA2 thanks for the information provided on Line ID uniqueness. SA2 defined a new identifier Global Line Identifier which is composed by:

· an identifier of the access region 
· Line ID 

SA2 considered that the Identifier of access provider may be understood not unique, for example when Access operator A administrates several area where the same Line ID can be used.In SA2 intention  the identifier of the access region ensures the unicity of the GLI while the Line ID may not be unique in some deployments (e.g. the Line ID X is used both in Region A and Region B). The identifier of the access region and line ID is to be administered by the W-AGF operator (e.g. by the provider of access network when different from PLMN operator). 

SA2 asks respectfully BBF to consider the above definition and to provide feedback. SA2 kindly asks BBF to consider whether the Global Line Identifier would be further specified in BBF WT-465  and in case to provide reference and BBF decision.
