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1. Overall Description:

SA2 understands there is a requirement from SA3 that a new 5G-GUTI shall be sent to a UE only after a successful activation of NAS security in 5GS. SA2 also takes a notice of the LS S3-193838 from SA3 confirms that the 5G-GUTI allocation shall be supported for MT-EDT procedure. SA2 agreed a solution to support 5G-GUTI allocation during MT-EDT procedure as below:

For CP Optimization:

· AMF allocates a new 5G-GUTI and included in the NAS Service Accept message. 

· AMF sends the NAS Service Accept message as a NAS container in DL N2 message sent from AMF to NG-RAN. NG-RAN transfers the NAS container to UE via RRC message. 

· UE stores the new 5G-GUTI that received in NAS Service Accept message and no ACK is sent from UE to AMF when the UE enters IDLE mode.
For UP Optimization:

· AMF allocates a new 5G-GUTI and includes the new 5G-GUTI as a NAS container sent in N2 Resume response message from AMF to NG-RAN. NG-RAN transfers the NAS container to UE via RRC message.
· UE stores the new 5G-GUTI that received in NAS Service Accept message and no ACK is sent from UE to AMF when the UE enters IDLE mode.
