When the UE has an ongoing IMS voice session via non-3GPP access using ePDG or N3IWF, and the session is transferred to NG-RAN, depending on the selected RAT in 5GS (NR or E-UTRA), SMF configuration and the support of EPS/inter-RAT fallback in NG-RAN, either the IMS voice session continues over NG-RAN or EPS/inter-RAT fallback is triggered. 
Steps 1 and 2 apply to either of the above cases.
1.	UE has ongoing IMS voice session via non-3GPP access using ePDG or N3IWF. UE is triggered to move to 3GPP access and camps in NG-RAN.
2.	UE initiates Handover from EPC/ePDG to 5GS as defined in clause 4.11.4.1 or Handover of a PDU Session procedure from untrusted non-3GPP to 3GPP access as in clause 4.9.2. During the PDU Session establishment to handover the PDU session used for IMS voice service (i.e. the PDU Session that includes the QoS Flow used for signalling and QoS Flow used for IMS voice) from non-3GPP access to 3GPP access. In case the UE requested PDU Session establishment to handover the PDU session used for IMS voice service from non-3GPP access is received, the SMF and/or PCF are configured whether to transfer both the QoS flow used for IMS signalling and the QoS flow used for voice or only the QoS flow used for IMS signalling. If the PDU session used for IMS voice service contains only the QoS flow used for IMS signalling, for the UE at this step the PDU session used for IMS voice service is considered successfully transferred.
NOTE: If only the QoS flow used for IMS signalling is transferred, IMS voice packets can also use this QoS flow for voice after the transfer for the duration of the IMS voice call. The SMF needs to configure the right UL and DL QoS rules and DL N4 rules.
If NG-RAN receives also a PDU Session establishment including to setup QoS flow for IMS voice, and NG-RAN is configured to support EPS fallback for IMS voice then:
3.	If NG-RAN decides to trigger EPS or inter-RAT fallback, taking into account UE capabilities, indication from AMF that "Redirection for EPS or or inter-RAT fallback for voice is possible" (received as part of initial context setup as defined in TS 38.413 [10]), network configuration (e.g. N26 availability configuration) and radio conditions. NG-RAN may initiate measurement report solicitation from the UE including E-UTRA as target.
If NG-RAN does not trigger EPS or inter-RAT fallback, then the procedure stops here and following steps are not executed.
4.	NG-RAN responds indicating rejection to setup the QoS flow for IMS voice  received in step 3 by PDU Session Response message towards the PGW-C+SMF (or H-SMF+P-GW-C via V-SMF, in case of roaming scenario) via AMF with and indication that mobility due to fallback for IMS voice is ongoing. 
If EPS fallback is triggered steps 5-7 from clause 4.13.6.1 are executed. If inter-RAT Fallback for IMS voice is triggered steps 5-6 from clause 4.13.6.2 are executed.
