	VLAN configuration in currentl specification claus 5.28.3.3 is described as: 

“The CNC obtains the 5GS bridge VLAN configuration from TSN AF as per IEEE 802.1Q[98] clause 12.10.1.1. The TSN AF and UPF/NW-TT are pre-configured with same 5GS bridge VLAN configuration.”

The description only mentions TSN AF, UPF/NW-TT, it is not clear about why UE/DS-TT doesn’t need to be preconfiguration, and how UE/DS-TT ports get VLAN information. 


	
	

	Summary of change:
	There is a single Bridge VLAN Configuration managed object per Bridge according to IEEE 802.1Q. 

In current release, because both AF and UPF/NW-TT are preconfigured with VLAN configuration, there is no need to use BMIC to exchange VLAN configuration information.  However the VLAN configuration is part of of bridge management information, therefore the preconfiguration in the UPF/NW-TT as per bridge information is good eough.  

The  pre-configure VLAN in UPF/NW-TT can be applied for both NW-TT ports and DS-TT ports.
