The following is required for identification:
-	A CAG is identified by a CAG Identifier which is unique within the scope of a PLMN ID;
-	A CAG cell broadcasts one or multiple CAG Identifiers per PLMN;
NOTE 1:	It is assumed that a cell supports broadcasting a total of twelve CAG Identifiers. Further details are defined in TS 38.331 [28].
-	A CAG cell may in addition broadcast a human-readable network name per CAG Identifier:;
NOTE 2:	The human-readable network name per CAG Identifier is only used for presentation to user when user requests a manual CAG selection.
-	A CAG cell may in addition broadcast an indication per CAG identifier, this is used to indicate whether it is allowed the UE to manually select a CAG identifier supported by the CAG cell when it is outside the UE’s allowed CAG list;
NOTE 3:	The indication per CAG Identifier is only used for presentation to user when user requests a manual CAG selection, this allows a user to manually select a CAG identifier supported by the CAG cell when it is outside the UE’s allowed CAG list.
