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1 Introduction

During the past year there has been significant discussions within TSG-SA2 on the issue of interworking between the IM domain and the CS domain, which often occurred in conjunction with single MSISDN discussions, there has been significant debate, however we have not agreed on the architectural requirements on this issue.

This contribution addresses the issue of some of these requirements.

2 Discussion

When a IM user is registered in both the IM CN subsystem and in the CS domain, and we can assume that a Release 5 terminal will always support both CS and IM CN capabilities, a user initiating a call in the CS domain is expecting CS services.  There isn’t any advantage to be gained by terminating the routing in the IM CN subsystem.  As such, it is reasonable to assume that we should terminate the call in the CS domain.

Along similar lines, a user which has initiated session in the IM CN subsystem is expecting to be able to receive the services which will be offered by the IM CN subsystem for multimedia.  As such, it is reasonable to continue routing, as far as possible, in the IM CN subsystem.

These scenarios are depicted in Figure 1 below.

4.3.6 High level CS – IM interworking requirements
When a user is registered in both the CS domain and the IM CN subsystem:

· A call originating in the CS domain including GSTN, will be routed to terminate in the CS domain.

· A session originating in the IM CN subsystem will routed to terminate in the IM CN subsystem
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
