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S2 would like to thank TSG-RAN WG3 for the liaison statement “LS on Size of RANAP messages over MAP-E” (TSGR3#16(00)2914).

The liaizon statement contianed a number of different approaches as potential solutions to the issue of the signalling transport of the MAP-E interface, and requested S2’s view on these issues.

1. On the approach of enahancing the capacity of the MAP-E interface by mandating whitebook SCCP for the MAP-E interface, S2 views that this could be considered as suitable approach for SRNS relocations within the same operators network, and advises that it is not recommended to rely upon whitebook SCCP deployment outside the one operators network before the 1st July 2002.

2. The approach of reducing the size of too large RANAP messages is considered to be a stage 2 issue and not for comment from S2.

3. The approach of introducing an additional layer for segmentation and re-assembly is not recommended.

4. The approach of avoiding the MAP-E interface would introduce and archectural change which was considered as too late for R99.
