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Draft LS on Use of User identity within IM

S2 has been considering the use of a user identity that would be used for network purposes of IM.  The user identity could enable users to be identified independently of public addresses and identifiers (e.g. numbers or names) and may offer benefits with network operation.

S2 feel that such an identity may be of use for IM, however there is currently no agreement or consensus on this issue.  

S2 request that N1 should discuss the use of User identity within IM.  Tdoc XYZ is copied to N1 for information.  Tdoc XYZ is not agreed within S2, however it does raise awareness of some issues, proposals and discussion on user identities in IM and may be useful for N1’s ongoing developments and discussions.

S2 look forward to ongoing discussion on User Identities with N1 and propose that this topic could be included into the matters covered at the forthcoming joint S2/N1 Newark, USA meeting.
