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A drafting group meet on the evening of Thursday 26th Jan to discuss the work associated with the Iu-Flex.  The following items were discussed:

1. The work item description – to verify the timeplane and whether this should be a technical report or technical specification.

2. A walkthough of the contents of “nnfs_clean_001.doc” contained as an attatchment to S2-001972, which was presented in SA2#15.

3. A presentation of S2-010174 from Siemens and a discussion on the issues raised.

Discussion
The group agreed that the work item will be updated to be for approval at SA in SA#13.

The group noted at least the following issue:

1. Require Terminology and concept of the “area” we are referring to when talking about a collection SGSN, MSCs and RNCs.
It is also important to be able distinguish between the areas where the concept applies, as well as where the scope of the “areas”.

The group agreed on the following:

1. This is expected to be new function of an functional existing entities, not a new functional entity.

2. Current requirements are to reduce signalling to the HLR, and for independent hardware scaling between RAN and Core network.
There was a requirement discussed where the different core network nodes in the same domain belong to different operators.
As we progress, we shall see how these can be resolved.

3. It is an objective that the solution works for UTRAN and GERAN (in both Iu and A/Gb modes).
