4.2.4 Support of presence service

The IMS architecture shall support the presence service by providing access to presence information of a user. The present information of a user is made available to other users or services in accordance with the description given in TS 22.141 [23]. The IMS service control architecture shall provide the presence service support through direct interactions between the S-CSCF and the “presence server” entity and between the HSS and the “presence server”.
