Introduction

This contribution discusses some issues related to the incoming liaison statement on Usage of Public User Identifier in IMS from SA WG1 in S2-012063 (= S1-010849).  

Discussion

The following key statements are made in this LS (replying to S2-011702r1)
1. Scenario C with multiple profiles with one or more public user identifiers per profile is the scenario that should be supported by the IMS in Release 5.  
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2. All public user identities that are associated with the same profile should have the same set of services.  Public user identities that are associated with a different profile could have a different set of services

The question whether only one S-CSCF shall be assigned to all Public IDs was removed from the original SA2-LS (S2-011702r1). This has to be answered by SA2.
SA2 has not yet decided upon the functional implications. Therefore SA2 has to answer the following two questions:
· If one Public‑Id is registered/re‑registered and belongs to a particular service profile, are all the other Public‑Ids referring to the same service profile implicitly considered as being registered/re‑registered as well? What happens in the case of de‑registration?

· Should exactly one S-CSCF be assigned to a subscriber (in this contribution it is called alternative 1, based on the Private ID) or can several S-CSCFs be assigned to a subscriber (alternative 2, based on the Public-ID)?
Siemens believes that this issue has to be standardised since there will be some impact on stage 3 activities. 

If SA2 would decide to agree on alternative 2, where several S-CSCFs can be assigned (see the figure above) then several implications have to be considered, for example:

Authentication:  The Private ID is involved in the authentication procedure. Furthermore the AUTN will be distributed over several S-CSCFs. The UE has to control several authentication stacks in order to avoid synchronisation error.

Charging (Prepaid): Each S-CSCF has to keep the remaining prepaid budget updated

Please note, this example list is not exhaustive.

Advantages of alternative 2 (Several S-CSCF assigned to a user) are for further study and have to be considered (e.g. flexibility for the network operators, who can use their S-CSCFs more efficiently). 
Furthermore the tight time schedule for Rel.5 has also to be taken into account in the decision. 

Proposal:

Regarding the two questions in the discussion part it is proposed that SA2 comes to a conclusion in this meeting or in the next SA2 meeting in order to allow other working groups to continue with an agreed working assumption. SA3 and all CN groups should be informed about this decision (LS). 
Due to the tight time schedule of Rel. 5 Siemens proposes that exactly one S-CSCF should be assigned to the subscriber for Rel.5.
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
