"Stop Direct Report" is also sometimes needed in  UMTS /GSM handovers. Adding "Stop Direct Report" is seen as an essential correction that is applicable both for Rel-99 and Rel-4. GERAN2 would also like SA2 to consider the possible implications for the GMLC (and possibly other nodes in the core network) because of the addition of “LCS for GPRS”. Some MS will support both LCS for CS GSM and GPRS, but does not support LCS for GPRS. The LCS session agreed that there is a problem and also a need to come up with solutions to improve the service. Assistance from SA1 is needed to find a preferred solution to the problem. Companies are invited to contribute in the next meetings according to the answer given by SA1.
