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This document identifies the open issues as of January 17, 2002.

Open issues in TR 23.815

1. Section 4 on Charging Classification is empty. 
Editor's Note: This section is not essential, as this is mainly under SA5 responsibility.
2.  The relationship of the functional entities for content charging (SCCF, CPCF) to the offline/online charging architecture has not been identified yet.

3. Offline charging architecture: for the interconnection of Application Servers with CCFs there have been two different solutions identified; one of these needs to be agreed on.

4. The online charging architecture is not yet defined. 
Editor's Note: There were long discussions on online charging. There has been reached a good understanding of the different architecture proposals. Indeed, significant parts of the architecture are undisputed in the meantime. However the following issues remain contentious: the location of the account and online session charging.

5. The detailed effects of certain complex scenarios (e.g. forking, multiparty sessions) to the charging correlation principles are for further study.

6. The exchange of charging information between networks needs to be investigated further.

7. Charging information flows are missing (except in the Annex)
Editor's Note: These would probably be helpful for the charging correlation and on-line charging.
