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Introduction

The goal of this contribution is to determine which entity could provide the RNC with the information on the structure of speech frame expected during the VoIP session life (“lookup table”).

Discussion

During SIP session establishment, the end-users negotiates the codec modes to be used during the SIP session life. NB-AMR and WB-AMR are the codecs to be used for VoIP.

At the end of the VoIP session negotiation, both end-users know the agreed codec modes so know which AMR Payload structures are expected.

At the end of the SIP Session negotiation, the end-users could provide the RNC with the information indicating the expected speech frame payload structures.

The way this will be done (through RAB establishment procedure or through a RRC message for example) is for further study.

Conclusion

We propose to include the proposal described in the “discussion” section in a new sub-section of chapter 4.2.1 in the TR 21.877.

We suggest the following title for this new sub-section: “Definition of the network entity providing UEP information to the RNC”.
