Attribute Value Ranges

For UMTS Bearer service and Radio Access Bearer services a list of finite attribute values or the allowed value range is defined for each attribute. The value list/value ranges define the values that are possible to be used for an attribute considering every possible service condition for release 1999. When a service is defined as a combination of attributes, further limitations may apply; for example the shortest possible delay may not be possible to use together with the lowest possible SDU error ratio. Service requirements, i.e. required QoS and performance for a given UMTS service is defined in the service requirement specifications 3G 22.105 [5]. The aspect of future proof coding (beyond release 1999) of attributes in protocol specifications is not considered in the defined value list/value range tables.

UMTS-PSTN

PSTN does not have QoS mechanisms thus QoS attribute interworking/mapping is not needed. However, means for determining required bandwidth, delay and reliability have to be developed. They are simple in MO cases, but more complex in MT cases, for which the mechanisms (or in worst case defaults) have to be developed.
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
